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CODE OF CONDUCT FOR STAFF, SUPERVISORS, PARENTS AND
SPECTATORS

South Tandridge Primary Schools

The essential elements of character-building and ethics in sports are embodied in the
concept of sportsmanship and six core principles: trustworthiness, respect,
responsibility, fairness, caring, and good citizenship.

As a parent/spectator/supervisor:

I (and my guests) will be a positive role model for my child and encourage
sportsmanship by showing respect and courtesy, and by demonstrating positive
support for all players, coaches, officials and spectators at every game, practice or
other sporting event.
