Trip to High Ashurst 25th- 27th May 2011 
 
As most of you know we are planning to take the children on a two night camping trip in 
the summer term. Due to facilities at Henley Fort being altered we are now going to High 
Ashurst, near Dorking. The centre is owned and run by Surrey County Council as is 
Henley Fort. The cost of the trip will be around £104.00 depending upon catering 
arrangements, which are still to be confirmed. This includes all meals (except the first day 
when then children will need a packed lunch), coach fares and activities on the site.  
 
On Wednesday, we will be leaving school around 9.30am and arriving at the site at 
10.30/11.00am. After exploring the site and making ourselves comfortable in our teepees 
we will have our packed lunches and for the rest of the day we will take part in on-site 
activities which will include: archery, orienteering, team tasks, forest school, high ropes 
and challenge courses.  
 
On Thursday we will continue with our activities led by qualified instructors at High 
Ashurst. In the evening, there will be campfire activities (weather permitting). On Friday 
morning we will complete our outdoor learning activities and then have lunch before 
returning to school. We expect to arrive back at around 2.30pm. 
 
We will be holding a parents evening meeting on Thursday 31st March at 6.00pm, so that 
we can show you what the site looks like and for you to ask any questions. 
 
In the meantime we would appreciate it if you could send in a £20.00 non-refundable 
deposit by Monday 4th April in order to secure your child a place. Please complete the form 
below and hand in to the office. If you are unable to print off the form please write the 
details requested on an envelope and hand in to the office with the deposit.  
 
Once we have confirmed numbers Mrs Blatcher, our school bursar, will write to everyone 
regarding payment options for the balance of £84.00. If you have any concerns regarding 
payment for this trip please do not hesitate to contact Mrs Blatcher or Mr Gandolfo directly.
