I hope 
this will continue to increase as we must remember that attendance is only deemed good by Ofsted for 
pupils who have 90% or more. You will know your own child's attendance percentage, as this information 
was sent home with your child's school report. I would like to congratulate the 22 pupils who have 
managed 100% attendance across the whole school year.

Our writing 
levels, which have been a school improvement priority, have made dramatic improvements this year and 
are now above national averages. We look forward to continuing this progress next year.
